Windows:  Windows on the east side of the Armory will be replaced this summer.  Stewart will contact Bottineau Lumber to get the windows ordered & Kring’s Construction for the installation. 

2021 Budget:  We will try to work the rest of the windows & possibly a new front door into the 2021 Budget.  We will most likely be able to use funding from VPCC Fund #8200 or City Hall Fund #7010.
Future needs at the Armory would possibly be the roof.  

BB Hoops:  Nothing to report on, Seykora was going to research this.  

Other:  Several of our old metal chairs that we rent out have gone missing.  We need to keep better track of these.  Todd Kihle is working on a metal sign for the front of the building, this is being done through the Beautification Committee.  A recent inquiry regarding sprinklers in the armory & whether or not they are needed:  We are grandfathered in as per Fire Chief Vad & we have not adopted the 2018 Uniform Building Code that mandates this if you have a large gathering & are serving alcohol.  We feel this is a non-issue at this time.  Our building insurance has just been renewed with no problems.
