East side of Marie’s:   We have been given permission to use a portion of the lot on the east side of Maries from the owner, Brian Boppre.  The west side of this lot, appx. 12-15’. Boppre does want to know what will be in the lot before we put things there.  The mural on Marie’s will be power washed next week by volunteers & then we can get started on re-doing the mural. 

Grants:  We have 2 individuals that are applying for $250.00 grants through Thrivent Financial to assist with this mural.  We are also applying for a Wal-Mart grant through the EDC for the same amount.  These grants are like a gift card. 

Turtle Stencils:  McGhan is working with local artist Laurie Lord on sketches for various murals.  Before we do a turtle stencil on the back wall of 519 Main Street, we must get approval from the property owner, Riley Kleven. 

Decorative Street Lights corner of Main & 6th St E: McGhan visited with M/K Electric about this street light, for some reason it was disconnected years ago.   We are working on getting it lit up again.  One of the globes may be in the basement of the EDC Building. 

Banners: Estimated cost for banners is $83.00 each.  McGhan estimates we would need 14 for downtown.  Future project!

Grants/volunteer day:  Gonitzke will organize a volunteer day next year, where we can have several projects & ask for all kinds of volunteers then have a meal afterwards.  Examples:  clean up the alleys, paint turtle stencils in the crosswalks, pick-up trash, etc.  It was suggested we could do an article or an ad to encourage people to clean up their property.  Gonitzke wants all committee members to submit ideas about our vision & ideas that would be on file for future grants with ND Grants.  She will email samples of this to us.  

Bottineau County:  Getzlaff will get on the agenda for the next County Commissioners meeting to visit about cleaning up properties that surround Bottineau.  

Other:  Discussion was held on all the improvements that have been going on at the Bottineau County Museum.
