	Benches:  we will order 2 more benches from Anderson Welding next year. 
	Flowers – will continue with the addition of 4 pots to be made by Getzlaff
	Kiosk – will be doing a few more things there – such as adding a bench
	Cups in Fence:  The words “Four Season’s Playground” will be added by the turtles, we
	Have a 50’ x 5’ section we can use.
	Possible mural on the north side of Ellie Anne’s
	Lighting:  Outline the tops of the stores on 2 blocks of Main Street – Nostdahl will obtain a price
	Sunflower Mural:  Marum reported that she is still working on refreshing the Sunflower Mural 
	on the east side of Marie’s.  She has also tried to contact the property owner (Brian Boppre) to 
	ask if we could use that lot for a pocket-park area.  Getzlaff will also try to contact Boppre.
	Grant $:  There is some grant $ available from the ND Dept. of Commerce for different things we 	want to do downtown.  The lighting would qualify & so would a turtle sculpture.  Gonitzke 
	will assist us with this, we just need pricing.  
	Area by the logo in fencing:  We want to landscape this area with a bench, planter & a large rock
	that could be painted like a turtle.  Fulsebakke suggested we “rock” this whole area & he will 
	work on this project. 
	Relief on front of Armory:  It was discussed that we should look into a metal sign across the   
              front of the Armory with lighting behind it.  Nostdahl will get a measurement of the front of the 
Armory to the Mayor & he will take it to Val Moyer to see if he can do something on a larger scale.
Rockin’ the Hills Stones:  Maybe these could be placed in the pocket park if we get permission
to use the empty space owned by Brian Boppre. 
Gonitzke is trying to get an epoxy in-lay project donated.

The downtown flower pots will be decorated for fall & Christmas.   

Getzlaff moved to adjourn at 12:45 p.m., seconded by Schmidt, carried.
