Flower Pots:  Vandal gave an update on the pots.  She is trying a water well in the bottom of the pots so they may not need as much watering, saving on labor costs.  She presented an estimate cost for this summer to care & plant the flower pots at $6600.00.  Getzlaff will order 4 planters from Kihle’s Greenhouse again this year to hang from the Kiosk.  He is also going to construct 4 more concrete planters.  Hanging baskets will be put up before the pots are planted, weather pending. 

Yard of the Week:  Mayor Schoenborn re-configured the sign & made the 2 into 1 with a bar to push it in with your foot.   

Bike Racks:  Gonitzke reported that the other 3 bike racks will be picked up soon.  Colors were chosen for them.  

Benches:  Nostdahl & Mayor Schoenborn contacted Chris Anderson @ Anderson Welding in regards to benches for downtown.  He will mock up some designs & get us prices.  

Turtle Statues:  A statue vendor was found courtesy of I. Keating Furniture in Minot.  Nostdahl had photos & prices.  We will keep these in our radar & possible save $ for the larger one.  They vary in cost, but freight was not factored in.  We will contact Jason Hiatt to see if he would be interested in designing a metal turtle that could hang on the side of a building.  

Murals:  We received a donation of $1,000.00 from Alma Severson to be used towards arts downtown.  It was decided that we should put this $ towards murals.  One is being planned for the north side of Ellie Anne’s & one on the boarded windows on the north side of Golden Rule.  McGhan is working on these & other ideas with local artists.  Much discussion was held on the empty lot on the east side of Marie’s.  That would be a great place for some benches/tables & possibly the Rockin’ the Hills stones.  The stones are being stored in the city’s Quonset.    
   
Tags in fencing:  Nostdahl is waiting on a final design.  

Cross Walks:  It was decided we will paint the cross walks again this summer, but more discussion at our next meeting as we want to expand this.  

Other:  Discussion was held on other ideas that the community could be doing:  bed frame races, turtle races & talent show in conjunction with Music on Main.  The marketing logo for the EDC is “Let’s Go….”
