Benches:  2 benches were ordered from Anderson Welding.  They will have a turtle incorporated into them. 

Turtle Statues:  We will keep the bronze turtle statues on our agenda for now.  Using large rocks to create a turtle was discussed, but we are not sure we can get that done this year.  

Murals:  BHS used to have 5 mural that were painted on boards & hung on the school bus garage.  The school said we could relocate them.  We are looking for a new location – fairgrounds, north side of the museum or east side of Auto Value were the suggestions.  Fairgrounds will be asked first.   McGhan has done a mock up for murals/improvements on the north side of Golden Rule.  The mural on the side of Ellie Anne’s will be the next in line if budget/time allows. 

Cross Walks:  Nostdahl & Gonitzke will work on painting the cross walks a little differently than last year.    

Tags in fencing:  Nostdahl will be ordering the tags in the near future.
