COMBINED MEETING BETWEEN CITY & PARK BOARD

PRESENT (PARK BOARD):  Mike Aasen, Garrick Johnson, Jamison Parisien, Kaitlan Grant, Brian Knudson & Secretary Nostdahl. 

ABSENT (PARK BOARD):  Matt Glasner. 

Meeting called to order for the Park Board by Mike Aasen.

Meeting called to order for the City by Mayor Schoenborn. 

Brian Knudson, Parks Director gave a presentation (attached to minutes) on the current Arena facility.  This presentation included concerns about the current condition & estimated costs to upgrade the Arena.  The total estimate is $2,314,440.00 & includes an addition for 2 more locker rooms to separate the girl’s hockey from boy’s hockey.  The other main items are the roof & ice plant.  If we choose to upgrade the current facility it would most likely be done in several phases. 

Knudson’s other presentation was for a basic 1 sheet of ice arena at the location east of Wal-Mart for an estimated cost of $13,686,870.00.  

Highlights of discussion:
· Marsden not opposed to upgrades to current facility, would like to see estimates that would include 4 additional dressing rooms instead of 2 & costs to add a sheet of ice to the existing facility as well. 
· Costs of both options could possibly be reduced by volunteer labor & cutting a few corners.
· Current balance in the Arena Fund (city):  $532,876.29
· Estimated annual cost of maintenance on a new facility:  $193,000.00/yr.
· Knudson explained that Arena Revenue goal each year is to be funded 50/50 between users & tax revenue.
· Ketterling would like the Park Board to approach the County to see if any type of funding would be available from them due to the high amount of users from outside the city limits.
· It was suggested to implement a 1% Sales Tax for funding.  
· The issue is funding.  A bond issue would most likely fail at this time since a public school one was just passed.
· All major ice users would need to be involved, even with funding or fund raising.
· Park Board could contribute up to $188,000.00.
· Knudson & Nostdahl feel that the only way to fund a new facility is with a 1% Sales Tax, but Council Members don’t think local businesses would want that.
· Take the Sales Tax issue to a vote of the people?
· Park Board Members want the Council to give them a direction on how to proceed.
· Contract with JLG Architects needs to be reviewed by City Attorney.
· City cannot afford the entire cost for either project, needs to be other involvement.
· Marsden is for renovation & continue saving for a new facility at a later time.
· Priority for renovations:  Locker Rooms, Ice Plant & Roof.
