4. “RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO SET UP & ENGAGE THE SPECIAL ASSESSMENT COMMITTEE FOR THE 2020 WATER LINE REPLACEMENT & PAVING DISTRICT”:  Motion made to approve by Ketterling & seconded by Stewart, carried. 
5. “RESOLUTION TO ENTER INTO ENGINEERING CONTRACT FOR 2020 WATER LINE REPLACMENT & PAVING DISTRICT WITH WOLD ENGINEERING”:  Motion made to approve by Getzlaff & seconded by Ketterling, carried. 

ON SALE LIQUOR LICENSE:  Bernstein moved to approve an ON-SALE ONLY liquor license application by Susan Tam, Creekside Burgers, seconded by Schmidt, carried.

(sheds can only be placed on the street side of a single corner lot)  Getzlaff moved to approve the variance for Olson, seconded by Schmidt, carried.
2. Recommend to proceed with the Street Vacation process as per request from Bottineau Public Schools to vacate a portion of Brander Street south of the south entrance to BHS to 4th St East.  Stewart moved to hold a public protest hearing on December 2, 2019 to hear the street vacation request from Bottineau Schools, seconded by Mortensen.  Said vacation is to allow for additional parking at BHS. 
3. Recommend to proceed with a request to rezone Lots 10-11, Block 46 of Comstock’s 1st Addition (1020 Thompson St.) from “R-1 & R-2” to “B-2” by State Bank of Bottineau to allow for additional parking.  Schmidt moved to hold a public protest hearing on Dec. 2, 2019 for the rezone request from State Bank of Bottineau.  Motion seconded by Getzlaff, all voted yes with the exception of Bernstein abstaining.  Motion carried.
