BIDS OPENED:
· Used 1989 Ford Pickup:  2 bids were received & Stewart moved to accept the high bid of $220.00 from Keith Fulsebakke, seconded by Seykora.  On roll call all voted yes, carried.
· New Snow-blower:  1 bid was received & Marsden moved to accept the bid from Swanston Equipment for $115,990.00, seconded by Getzlaff.  On roll call all voted yes, carried.  (budgeted $150,000)  This expense will be paid in 2020 as per budget timing. 
· New Hook Truck for garbage hauling & snow removal:  3 vendors submitted bids for multiple trucks.  Marsden moved to accept the bid from Olympic Sales for an International HX for $185,590.00, seconded by Schmidt.  On roll call all voted yes, carried.  (budgeted $200,000.00)  This expense will be paid in 2020 as per budget timing. 
 
FARMLAND LEASE BIDS:  Ketterling moved to advertise for farmland lease bids to be opened at the January 6, 2020 mtg. seconded by Stewart, carried. (Land east of Wal-Mart) 

SUPERINTENDENT REPORT:  Fulsebakke reported that the insulation has been blown in at the new storage building.  The amount he was allowed to spend on this building was originally $158,000.00 without heating & electrical.  To date appx. $132,000.00 has been spent.  Fulsebakke is requesting that he now be allowed to spend up to $173,000.00 to finish the building with electrical & heating.  Seykora moved to allow Fulsebakke to spend the additional dollars for the heating & electrical with the total building cost not to exceed $173,000.00, seconded by Marsden.  On roll call all voted yes, carried.  
 
CHAMBER/EDC REPORT:  Kelly Beaver, Chamber Director reported on upcoming events; Christmas Festival, State Snowmobile Convention, Fishing Tournament, etc.  She is also working on welcome baskets for new residents.

RR CROSSINGS:  We have sent a letter of concern to BNRR regarding the crossings on Main Street & 5th Street.  Bottineau County is working with the RR on the Main Street crossing, we would most likely have to cost share on this.

Seykora will be getting us information on Otter Tail Power changing out the street lights to LED lighting. 

2020 ELECTION:  Nostdahl has information for potential candidates that are interested in running for the 2020 election.  Those up for re-election are:  Greg Bernstein, Harley Getzlaff, Greg Stewart, Doug Marsden & Mitch Schmidt.  There will be 4-4 year terms available & 1-2 year term.  There are 3 seats that will be open on the Park Board, all 4 year terms; Jamison Parisien, Kaitlyn Grant & Garrick Johnson. 

END OF YEAR TRANSFERS:  Bernstein moved to approve the end of year financials as presented, seconded by Seykora, carried.   Transfers are attached to minutes.
