Mayor Schoenborn called the meeting to order.     

CONSENT AGENDA:  Mortensen moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Ketterling, carried.     

BILLS:   Stewart moved to approve the list of bills, seconded by Ketterling.  On roll call all voted yes, carried. 

POLICE REPORT:  Sheriff Watson presented the monthly report & statistics for year 2019.  There were a total of 3233 calls in the City of Bottineau for 2019.  A new deputy has been hired – Frankie Rydell & he will attend our mtg. in Feb.   

WOLD ENGINEERING:   Jessica Tagastad & Joe Schultz were present to discuss the 2020 Water Main & Paving Project.  An estimate of $2,293,279.20 was presented for the paving & assessment portion of this project.  It is a high estimate due to the fact that it includes additional base aggregate if needed.  If it is determined that the additional base is not needed the estimate is $1,772,060.75.  We have budgeted $2,500,000.00 for this.  No estimate is available at this time for the water main portion of this project, we have budgeted $935,000.00 for this.  Stewart moved to adopt a “RESOLUTION TO ACCEPT THE ESTIMATE OF $2,293,279.30 FOR THE PAVING/ASSESSMENT PORTION OF THE WATER MAIN & PAVING PROJECT OF 2020 & TO SEND OUT NOTICES TO PROPERTY OWNERS WITH THEIR ESTIMATED SPECIAL ASSESSMENT AMOUNT” seconded by Schmidt.  All voted yes, carried.  Letters will be sent to property owners the end of this month with the estimated amount of assessments.  The higher of the 2 estimates will be used to cover our bases. Street Committee will meet on 1/16/20 at noon.

FARMLAND LEASE BIDS:  Getzlaff moved to accept a bid from Dean Milbrath to rent the farmland (east of Wal-Mart) in the amount of $1292.00/1 year, seconded by Bernstein, carried.

SUPERINTENDENT REPORT:  Fulsebakke reported that the new storage building is mostly insulated & 2 of the 3 overhead doors have been installed.  Next step is the heat & electrical.  He also reported on the closing of the Kalix recycling center in Minot.  He is trying to line up a place to haul our cardboard, Minneapolis, MN appears to be the closest market.  Options are being researched. 

CHAMBER/EDC REPORT:  Kelly Beaver, Chamber Director reported on upcoming events; membership drive, welcome packets for new residents, brochures, etc.  Their annual meeting is January 21st.  The fishing tournament is off for this year, but will be back in 2021.
