Mayor Schoenborn called the meeting to order.     

CONSENT AGENDA:  Ketterling moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Seykora, carried.     

BILLS:   Seykora moved to approve the list of bills, seconded by Getzlaff.  On roll call all voted yes, carried. 

POLICE REPORT:  Sheriff Watson reported that there were 186 calls for service in February.  The department is still short 1 deputy.  

MUNICIPAL JUDGE:  Agnes is inquiring if tickets for dogs at large can be issued to residents at South Brook Trailer Court as this is slightly out of the city limits.  Attorney Benson will need to research.  Fulsebakke will change the signage by the Building Blocks Daycare from no parking to either loading/unloading zone or time limit parking.  A list of the officers & their contact #’s will be distributed to snow removal personal so they can call in parking violations during the snow removal process. 

WOLD ENGINEERING:  Ketterling moved to approve a “RESOLUTION TO APPROVE PLANS & SPECS FOR THE 2020 STREET/WATER MAIN PROJECT”, seconded by Schmidt, carried.
Ketterling moved to approve a “RESOLUTION TO CALL FOR BIDS FOR THE 2020 STREET/WATER MAIN PROJECT & TO BE OPENED ON APRIL 6, 2020 AT 7:00 PM”, seconded by Getzlaff, carried.  Tagastad will check on warranty work for this project.  Wold’s is also working on the sidewalk replacement areas for 2020 for the next Street Committee mtg.  

OTTER TAIL POWER:  Options were presented for the Hwy 5 street lights.  We can purchase LED fixtures & the system would remain City property.  It is estimated it would take 8.7 years to pay for these fixtures.  Another option would be to turn the lights over to Otter Tail, which would eliminate the City from repair costs, etc.  These options will be discussed again in the future.  

CEMENT BIDS:  Getzlaff moved to advertise for cement bids to be opened on April 6, 2020 seconded by Seykora, carried. 

SUPERINTENDENT REPORT:  Fulsebakke reported the following:
Met with NAWS rep’s on 2/26/20.  They will be hooking into our system at the Chlorinator Building then into the tank.  They are hoping to bid our portion of the project in June with completion date in 2021.  Funding for our portion is secure.  The NAWS water will need to be pumped to us as they could not obtain land north of our plant for gravity feed.  Fulsebakke is concerned with our tank & the wells that won’t be used in the winter months.  
For now we can accept newspapers at our recycling center.  We have an outlet for this in Glenburn.  Still working on options for cardboard & other recyclables.  
New storage building is almost complete.  
CHAMBER/EDC REPORT:  Whitney Gonitzke, EDC Director would like to hold a Renaissance Zone mtg. in March.  The 2020 EDND conference will be held in Bottineau June 16-18.  
Kelly Beaver & Faith Bartsch discussed Music on Main.  Dates for this year:  May 28, June 25, July 9 & Aug. 20.  Main St. will be closed from 5-8 pm from 6th St. to 5th St. & from 6th St. to North Star Credit Union from 4-8 pm. Bartsch will talk to the Sheriff’s Office about having officers present during the Car Show kick-off night on July 31st.  The Chamber is requesting additional funding of $2300.00 to cover the costs of Music on Main from their city budget.  Schmidt moved to approve this funding acknowledging that they will be overspending their city budget, seconded by Seykora.  On roll call all voted yes, carried.

2. Payroll loan program for businesses within the city.  $15,000.00 cap per business, 6 month deferral at 0% interest for 5 years.  Maximum payout for this program would be $125,000.00.    If approved by Council, there would be no other individual approvals needed.

Seykora moved to approve both EDC requests as recommended by the Finance Committee, seconded by Stewart.  On roll call all voted yes, carried.
