PROPANE BIDS:  Getzlaff moved to accept the lone propane bid from F. Union-Cenex, seconded by Schmidt.  On roll call all voted yes, carried. 

VPCC FUND APPLICATION:   Upon recommendation from the Finance Committee, Seykora moved to approve a VPCC Fund Application from the Boy Scouts in the amount of $2,322.00 for a Ga-Ga Court at Tommy Turtle Park, seconded by Getzlaff.  On roll call all voted yes. 

CITY OWNED LAND:  The City owns a triangular piece of land in the front yard of 509 5th St E.  This property is currently in a sale pending status.  The seller has used & maintained this property for many years & would like to see it included with the sale somehow.  Nostdahl will get the sq. footage of this property to determine a value & report this information at the next meeting.

1.  Whitney Gonitzke presented a Gateway Fund request from Kassie Motl at 632 East Street for assistance with a daycare.  Stewart moved to approve the $2500.00 – 5 yr. – 0% loan, seconded by Seykora.  On roll call all voted yes, carried.  
2. Running Supply Inc. has applied for a tax exemption.  Marsden moved to have the Tax Exempt Committee meet on 8/10/20 for their recommendation & have a protest hearing at the September 8th Council Meeting to discuss the application, seconded by Schmidt, carried.
