
CITY OF BOTTINEAU
COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
SEPTEMBER 8, 2020
CITY ARMORY-7:00 P.M.

PRESENT:  Mayor Schoenborn, Auditor Nostdahl, Superintendent Fulsebakke, Attorney Benson & Council Members:  Marsden, Schmidt, Freeman, Stewart, Ketterling, Getzlaff & Seykora.  Mortensen present via conference call.

Mayor Schoenborn called the meeting to order.     

CONSENT AGENDA:  Marsden moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Seykora, carried.      

BILLS:   Bills were reviewed by Marsden.  Freeman moved to approve the list of bills, seconded by Ketterling.  On roll call all voted yes, carried. 

POLICE REPORT:  Sheriff Watson presented the monthly report.  Members of the Street Committee will see if any of the street signs by Central School can be removed now that the school has closed.            

WOLD ENGINEERING:  Tagastad presented an update on the 2020 Water Line/Street Project.  Completion date is Oct. 3, 2020.  There has been a change order regarding the removal of the existing AB pipe.  The removal & hauling cost of this pipe will be at no cost to the City, but we will be responsible for the disposal fee estimated to be $2,000.00.  There are still some final steps that will need to be completed in regards to the special assessment process.    

CITY OWNED LAND:  It was thought that the City owned a triangular piece of land in the front yard of 509 5th St E.  This property is currently in a sale pending status.  After research no title could be found & it is believed that this property was never deeded to anyone.  The seller will go through a “quiet title” process to obtain this land & they will be responsible for the costs.  

LIQUOR LICENSE APPLICATION:  Scott Davis, Cowboys Bar (415 Main St) has applied for an on-sale only liquor/beer license.  Marsden moved to approve the application pending receiving the fee for said application, seconded by Stewart, carried.  There are currently no off sale licenses available, so Davis is requesting that the Ordinance Committee meet to discuss the number of licenses that are limited as per City Ordinance.     

EDC REQUESTS:  
1.  Runnings Inc. at 1103 11th St E tax exemption application:  No protests were filed & the Tax Exemption Committee is recommending that they receive a 5 year 100% exemption on the improvements they are making to the property.  The current value would remain as is.  Marsden moved to approve the exemption as recommended, seconded by Seykora.  On roll call all voted yes, carried.   
2. Cowboy’s Bar – Scott Davis is requesting a loan in the amount of 10% of his total project, estimated to be $16-$18,000.00 at 3% for 10 years.  Freeman moved to approve the loan for Davis, with the amount pending but not to exceed the threshold of $22,000.00, seconded by Stewart.  On roll call all voted yes, carried. 

CHAMBER OF COMMERCE:  Kelly Beaver reported that the So Stinkin’ Cool Fest will be held on Sept. 19th.   Council members were also invited to ribbon cutting ceremonies for 2 new daycare facilities.
