COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
MAY 4, 2020

PRESENT:  Mayor Schoenborn, Auditor Nostdahl, Superintendent Fulsebakke & Council Members:  Marsden arrived at 7:30 p.m., Schmidt, Mortensen, Ketterling, Stewart, Getzlaff & Seykora.  The following were present via conference call: Attorney Benson & Council Member Bernstein.

CONSENT AGENDA:  Mortensen moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Getzlaff, carried.     

BILLS:   Seykora moved to approve the list of bills, seconded by Schmidt.  On roll call all voted yes, carried. 

POLICE REPORT:  Sheriff Watson presented the monthly report.  Sheriff’s Dept. is trying to monitor the regulations & educate the public on Corona Virus regulations.     

WOLD ENGINEERING:  Tagastad met with the Street Committee & a plan was made for sidewalk replacements for 2020.  Letters have been mailed to the property owners & the list has been split as even as possible between the contractors.  There is a pre-construction meeting with the contractors for the 2020 Street/Water Line Project on 5/6/20 at 10:00 am.  There is a 1 yr. warranty on this project.     

SUPERINTENDENT REPORT:  Fulsebakke has 2 requests for assistance from the Park Board.  
1.  They would like assistance with gravel on the main road in Forestry Park.  The amount they are requesting is $1200.00 plus blade work.  Schmidt moved to approve the gravel request, with the funding coming from Fund #5040 Paving Reserve, seconded by Seykora.  All voted yes with the exception of Ketterling voting no.  Motion carried. 
2.  A request to have the city crew dig in water & sewer to a potential temporary locker room addition to the arena.  The portable classrooms from Central School would be moved to the arena.  Discussion was held on the fact that in April of 2019 the City Council voted unanimously to assist the Park Board with renovations to the Arena, with the main focus of the renovations being new locker rooms constructed to alleviate the female/male issue.  No motion was made. 

EDC REQUEST:  Whitney Gonitzke presented a gateway fund request from Lenore Motl for $2500.00-0%-6 month deferred loan for a daycare start up.  Stewart moved to approve the Motl request, seconded by Getzlaff.  On roll call all voted yes, carried.  They EDC has had 6 requests for payroll assistance, there may be discussion to extend this program.

	CITY PROPERTY:
Met on 4/24/20 to discuss a proposed bike trail on city land by the city wells/water tanks.  Attorney Benson has discussed with our insurance (NDIRF) & they are suggesting the following:
The Turtle Mt. Trails Association supply proof of liability with the City being named as additional insured. 
Hold harmless agreement.
Waiver form for workers/volunteers.
However, the City has an agreement with the Hall Family to allow hunting in the area, this is a huge red flag according to NDIRF.  Benson will do more research on this & discussions will need to be done with the Hall Family.  Bernstein made a motion to work through this issue & try to get the proposed trail going, seconded by Marsden.  This motion was later rescinded by both Bernstein & Marsden.  Legal issues need to be worked out before anything else is done.

No protests were filed in regards to a rezone request from Dave/Angie Hoff on Lots 3-5, Block 8 Newberger’s Addition from: “R-1” to “M” to allow for the construction of a storage building.  Mortensen moved to approve the Hoff rezone request, seconded by Marsden.  On roll call all votes yes, carried.  Planning Comm. will be meeting in May.
