		Benson had drafted language for an early out clause to be added to the contract, but it was rejected by the County.
	County wants a 3 year contract for stability when recruiting officers. 
	The 26% cost of the County budget passed along to the city was discussed.  
	Could we possibly have a “cap” on any potential increases?
	County feels they have addressed our requests in this contract. 
	We are to meet with the County quarterly to watch expenses & other issues, this should 
	help keep costs in check.
	Previous contracts have been for 1 year terms, so the City feels a 2 year contract should be fine.
	Overtime was brought forth, this needs to be monitored but the County is currently short 1 deputy.
	Contracts are always a gamble, if we use the services we need to pay for it. 
	No vote tonight, we will vote on this again at our August 5th meeting. 

Marsden moved to adjourn the meeting at 8:05 p.m., seconded by Getzlaff, carried.
