POLICE REPORT:  Sheriff Watson introduced the new deputy; Frankie Riedel.  Officer Ryan Thompson has resigned leaving another open position.    

2020 STREET/WATER MAIN PROJECT:  Nostdahl reported that letters have been sent to all property owners in the 2020 Street/Water Main Project with their estimates.  Necessary publication for the protest hearing will be published.  The protest hearing date is scheduled for Monday Feb. 24, 2020 at 7:00 p.m. All protests must be in writing & submitted to the office by noon on Feb. 24th. 

SUPERINTENDENT REPORT:  Fulsebakke reported the following:
New storage building is done with the exception of some electrical & plumbing.
Our final load of cardboard has be hauled to the recycling center in Minot.  They are now closed.  We can haul our cardboard to Jamestown, but they will not pay us anything for it.  We will keep bailing it until a decision has been made on what to do with it.  We will no longer be accepting newspapers, magazines & office paper for recycling.  
NAWS is behind in schedule because they are having trouble finding land for pumping stations & reservoirs.  The pipe line from Souris to Bottineau is planned to be bid out this summer.   
We have had a request to open part of our land by the wells for biking trails.  The only spot that could be utilized is the south quarter, Fulsebakke will keep us posted on this.   

CHAMBER/EDC REPORT:  Whitney Gonitzke, EDC Director is in favor of the City applying a 5 year extension on our Renaissance Zone. Ketterling moved to proceed with the Renaissance Zone extension, seconded by Getzlaff, carried.

2020 STREET/WATER MAIN PROJECT:  There were no protests filed nor anyone present for questions on the 2020 Street/Water Main Project.  Due to the fact that no protests were filed Mortensen moved to adopt a “RESOLUTION TO PROCEED WITH THE 2020 STREET/WATER MAIN PROJECT”, seconded by Getzlaff.  On roll call all voted yes, carried.  The alley way by the City Armory/Fire Hall was added to the project to have a 2” overlay.  
Curb & gutter will remain where possible.
Weekly contractor meetings will be held.
Public will be kept aware of happenings.
Water Main will be hooked into Bennett & Ohmer Streets by boring under Hwy 5.
The asbestos Water Main will be left in & abandoned.
Plans & specs have been gone through with Superintendent Fulsebakke. 
The Special Assessment Committee has been appointed by Schoenborn. (Ben Aufforth, Scott Johnson & Kari Beckman)  Next meeting we will approve plans & specs & call for bids to be opened on April 6th. 

CENSUS:  Nostdahl reported that the Census Committee will be teaming up with the Bottineau County Library: Every Thursday in April computers will be available for people to get counted for the 2020 Census.
Newspaper, radio ads & social media will be used to get the word out. 

STREET LIGHT FEE:  The Utility Committee is recommending that we increase the Street Light Fee from $4.10 to $4.25 with the March billing.  Bernstein moved to approve said recommendation, seconded by Seykora, carried. 

Getzlaff moved to adjourn the meeting at 7:45 p.m., seconded by Schmidt.
