ORDINANCE COMMITTEE MEETING MINUTES

Thursday November 29, 2018

PRESENT: Gary Mortensen, Greg Stewart, Mayor Schoenborn, Auditor Nostdahl & Attorney Benson.  
ABSENT: Jeremy Ketterling. 
There were 6 individuals in the audience. 

Mortensen called the meeting to order.  

Minutes:  Stewart moved to approve the minutes from 10/24/18, seconded by Mortensen, carried. 

Liquor/Beer Ordinance:  Attorney Benson has been researching our alcohol ordinance & other towns with similar population.  He received an opinion from the AG’s Office stating that our current ordinance is ok.  Other communities restrict the number of licenses that can be sold but that number is generally based on population.  This may be something to look at in the future.  We were under the assumption that AAA Liquors (Super 8 Motel) did not use their license, but they in fact do use their on & off sale license at Super 8.  As per Benson, if Wal-Mart makes a formal application at license renewal time, then we will need to discuss the ordinance & the # of license available.  
Review/Enforcement of Ordinances:  Ryan Thompson, Bottineau County Sheriff’s Deputy was present to ask how they can assist us.  They want to keep communications open.  Points of discussion:

Stewart & Ketterling have determined that we will need appx. 30 handicap parking signs & another 12 need the fine portion of the signage.  The City will get their signage in place & then we can get business owners to comply.  Each sign will cost appx. $100.00.  Rather than hire a vendor to “core” drill for the sign posts, it will be cheaper for us to purchase our own equipment for installation. Possible grant $ available?

Warning vs. ticketing was discussed.  Warnings are not tracked, so some people may be getting warnings from several officers.  It was the consensus that individuals should just get ticketed.  

Thompson will be invited to all ordinance meetings in the future. 

A monthly list of things to do will be given to the Sheriff’s Office. 

Picking up stray animals needs to be research.  It is Sheriff’s Dept. policy that animals cannot be placed in patrol cars due to allergies.  Game & Fish will no handle non-game animals such as skunks.  Can we hire someone to do this?  Legalities?  Check with 1st District Health Unit.  

Our 3 main actions items are parking, parking during snow removal, towing/ticketing during snow removal & junky yards. 

Stewart moved to adjourn the meeting at 1:00 p.m., seconded by Mortensen.
