Review/Enforcement of Ordinances:  It was discussed that the following need to be added or addressed in our ordinances:
No liability insurance

Possession of marijuana & or paraphernalia
Tinted windows

Agnes distributed a list of our fines so we can compare them to fines that are charged at a state level.  Should we match them?  Benson will work on this. 
Attorney Benson is verify how far out officers can issue tickets?  Is it ½ mile from city limits?  Example:  Southbrook Trailer Court.

U-Turns were discussed.  State law states that left hand turns can only be made to enter an alley, roadway or driveway.  We don’t need to have signs everywhere. 

Look into raising the fine for “littering”.

Schmitz & Thompson are recommending we raise the bonding fee for all “B” Misdemeanors to $500.00, so it is the same as the County.  Bonds are different than fines.  They can be used towards a fine or are refundable.    

Shoplifting scenarios were discussed.  Parking tickets should be revised to include the vehicle owner name & address.

Officers were asked to keep an eye on parked vehicles that are hindering snow removal.
