Liquor License Ordinance:  Scott Davis is purchasing Cowboy’s Bar at 415 Main St.  He has been approved at the city level for an on sale liquor license.  There are currently no licenses available for off sale.  Discussion was held on changing the ordinance either by wording or just changing the number of licenses.  Attorney Benson was invited to the meeting, but is not present.  Stewart moved to recommend to the Council to change the ordinance as needed to allow an off sale license for Davis, depending on the wording recommended by the Attorney, seconded by Ketterling.  On roll all voted yes with the exception of Mortensen abstaining.  Motion carried 2-1. Stewart informed Davis that this process may take some time. 

Review/Enforcement of Ordinances:  Gordon Wettlaufer was present to discuss sidewalk replacement & other ordinances:

He was asking how we determine sidewalk replacements:

Wold Engineering gives Street Committee recommendations as per our budget.  We replace to specs of 5’ wide where we can.  We are doing small areas of town each year.

He is also questioning why some houses don’t have their address numbers displayed.  We will advertise it on the local access channel.  
We need to meet again regarding traffic fines, etc. that were requested by the Municipal Judge last year.
