Meeting called to order by Ketterling.  
Minutes:   Vad moved to approve the minutes from 09/12/18, seconded by Derr, carried. 

Jeremi Tweed-addition @ 1304 S Thompson St.:  Tweed was present to discuss plans to add a garage & turn part of the existing garage into living space.  He will be encroaching 4’ into the front set back on the east side of his house & 4’ on the side set back but only in the NW corner as the adjacent street is at an angle.  He is on a corner lot so there would be no issues with neighbors.  Fulsebakke has looked into the curb cutting & it will not interfere with a drain that is in the area.  Addition will need to be brought to same elevation as the home, due to flood plain.  Vad moved to grant a variance to code set backs for both the front & NE corner (side) of 4’ each, seconded by Heitkamp, carried.   Variance will need to be attached to deed.
Ben Carlson-garage addition @620 Kersten St.:  Carlson presented plans to add 18’ to the rear of his existing garage.  This garage was built in 1964 & is only 6’6” from the property line instead of 7’6”.  He would also like to add a pitched roof as the existing garage currently has a flat roof.  He presented a letter from his neighbor with her concerns. (Sally Jelleberg)  Heitkamp moved to approve a variance for this garage addition, with the stipulation that the addition must match up to the existing wall on the south side & the overhang too, seconded by Derr, carried.  Variance will need to be attached to the deed & signed by all parties involved. 
Troy Johnson-1405 S. Sinclair St.:  Johnson would like to make a residence in 1405 S. Sinclair.  This property is used for commercial storage & is zoned properly for that use as “M”-Manufacturing.  Vad stated that the current windows are working windows that would qualify as egress.  Johnson stated that the living quarters would be temporary.  Vad moved to allow a conditional use permit so that the front of the building can be remodeled into a temporary residence & can only be used by the owner of the property (not a rental), seconded by Larson, carried.  Variance will need to be attached to the deed. 
Future meeting will be scheduled for mornings. 

Nostdahl moved to adjourn the meeting at 12:35 p.m., seconded by Derr, carried.
