Meeting called to order by Ketterling.  
Minutes:   Lorenz moved to approve the minutes from 04/11/19, seconded by Derr, carried.  

Bottineau High School:  Pat Brenden, Superintendent presented a plan to vacate a portion of Brander Street from 4th Street E north to the south side of the High School.  The school would then re-do their parking lot.  (plans attached to minutes)  Langhaug moved to recommend to the City Council to allow the vacation of this street, seconded by Derr, carried. 
Cory & Stephanie Olson- 406 2nd St. E:  Olson is looking for permission to place a 10’ x 10’ shed on his property. (plans attached)  Due to the fact that his home is on a double corner lot & he only has a 7 ½’ backyard, there is no place for a shed as per the accessory building ordinance/code.  Due to the fact that Olson’s case is a hardship Derr moved to recommend to the City Council that he be granted a variance & use option #2 on his plans.  The shed must also be 10’ from the house on the west side of the house & lined up even with the back of the house.  Motion seconded by Lorenz, carried.   
State Bank-rezone request:  Pat Artz brought forth a plan for the Bank.  They have entered into a purchase agreement for the property at 1020 Thompson St. (Lots 10-11 Block 46 of Comstock’s 1st Addition) this property would then be used for additional parking for the Bank.  It would need to be rezoned from R-1/R-2 to B-2.  Derr moved to recommend to the City Council that the zoning change be approved, seconded by Lorenz, carried.  
Other:  Nostdahl is questioning the pending building permit for Dave Vad.  He wants to move a “shed” (12’ x 40’) onto his property at 9728 11th Ave NE.  She feels that this actually a storage container by looks & those are not allowed in residential areas,  only in the “M” District.  Code also stated that (when allowed) they can be no wider that 8 ½’.  Members present are going to look into this.  Would we be opening a can of worms?  

Nostdahl moved to adjourn the meeting at 8:40 a.m., seconded by Derr, carried.
