Meeting called to order by Ketterling.  
Minutes:   Lorenz moved to approve the minutes from 12/20/19, seconded by Reitan, carried. 

Kevin Allard:  re:  empty lots corner of Thompson Street & 5th St E.  

Allard asked questions about what he can do on this lot.  He would like to construct a facility to house his construction business with a small office area.  This lot is zoned “B-2”.  Ketterling moved to make the following recommendation to the City Council:

Due to the fact that this area should be re-zoned “M” Manufacturing in order to comply with the type of business he wishes to construct, but that creates a hardship due to the set-backs in the “M” District.  Therefore it is recommended the land be kept at the same zoning “B-2” & that a variance be granted to allow for the construction of said type of business, pending approval of a building permit.  Motion seconded by Pottenger, carried. 

Reitan will research the fire wall (type of materials) that is required on the south side of said building.  Allard will have this property surveyed & assures the committee that the building will have curb appeal.  Please note that the “alley way” to the east of this land is owned by the RR & is not a platted city-owned alley.  It was discussed if there could be an overhang that hung over the sidewalk & members felt that this would be ok. 

Heather Belcourt Daycare: (122 3rd St W) Heather’s Daycare is having issues with the State Plumber.  He says her facility has to have 2 bathrooms as it is a commercial facility.  Heather is only licensed to have a home group daycare, needing only 1 bathroom.  She constructed her building as a residence, but we left the zoning as “B-2”.  She wants the option of being able to be sold as a residence in the future if she quits the daycare business.  Derr moved to write a letter of support to the State Plumbing Board to explain her situation & that this committee supports this facility as being classified “residential”, needing only 1 bathroom.  If this does not work then we will meet again for another solution, seconded by Lorenz, carried.   ***see addendum

***addendum:  1/8/20 Belcourt called the Office & said that the State Plumbing Board needed her to get a new building permit.  Nostdahl call Scott at the St. Plumbing Bd. Belcourt is to bring a letter to the Office stating that she will be installing a shower & it will be attached to the original building permit.  Scott relayed to Nostdahl that he does not need a letter from the City as long as we are aware of what she is doing.  Nostdahl relayed this information to the Mayor & Ketterling.
