SHADE TREE COMMITTEE MEETING MINUTES

February 5, 2019

ABSENT:  Brian Knudson & Sandra Jensen.      
Meeting called to order by Nostdahl.  
Mortensen moved to approve the minutes from the 04/17/19, seconded by Beckman, carried. 
2019 City Forester Contract:  The contract wording was reviewed.  No changes for 2019.  Beckman moved to recommend to the City Council that the 2019 Contract with Wayne Miller be renewed, seconded by Mortensen, and carried. 
2019 Annual Work Plan:  The annual work plan for the City Forester was reviewed:

  We have set May 22nd as a tentative Arbor Day.  We will be celebrating not only memorial trees but the grand opening of Phase II of the Trail System. 
 Miller thinks that DED is only present in private yards, but very limited amounts. 
 Beckman would like us to get some DED resistant Elm trees as part of our plantings.  (memorial trees)  We will discuss at our next meeting the fee that we charge for memorial trees – does it need to be raised?  We can’t order trees that cost more than we charge for this program.  We currently charge $75.00/tree which includes the plaque.  We don’t want to start charging different prices for different species of trees.  Keep things consistent. 
Canada Red Cherry trees:  we will continue to keep an eye on this type of Blvd. tree

Continue to monitor EA Borer disease. 

Beckman has obtained prices for tree tubes for Blvd. trees. ($314.00 for 70 of them)  More discussion at our next meeting. 

Watering bags?  More discussion at next meeting. 

The 2018 Budget ending budget was reviewed.  All was good!

Check with Brian Knudson on the # of plaques that we have for the memorial trees.

Miller will continue to monitor some ash trees that were in question last year. 

Programs:  No changes are needed for the Memorial Tree Program nor the Boulevard Tree Replacement Program at this time.  
Christmas tree Nursery:  A nursery for future downtown Xmas trees was discussed last year & an extra $3,000.00 was put into the 2019 Budget for this.  This will be discussed at the next meeting, we need more information from Knudson as to where this should be located.   City crew could till the soil. Beckman could assist with the planting.  

State Forester Office:  The Office of the State Forester is being moved from Bottineau to Bismarck.  The City has been very fortunate to have had this office in our town for many years.     
Other:  Miller discussed his recent training that he attended in Bismarck.  It was a good seminar for him.   
The deadline to place our tree order will be set at NOVEMBER 1ST of each year.  The deadline every year for Memorial Trees is also NOVEMBER 1st of each year with the planting taking place that following spring.   Memorial Trees ordered after Nov. 1st will not be planted until spring of the following year.  Our memorial tree brochure will need to be changed to reflect this.  Boulevard trees are available on a first come, first serve basis.
