2020 Water Main/Paving Project:  Wold Engineering informed us that the contractors are going to start after the 4th of July.  
Other:  State Bank of Bottineau would like to add an exit on Thompson Street, where the driveway was for the house that was removed at 1020 Thompson Street.  Committee has no issues with this, but they will need to install fencing or shrubbery when abutting against a residential area & will need a bldg. permit for fencing.  Tagastad will relay this to them.
