STREET COMMITTEE MEETING

PRESENT:  Jeremy Ketterling, Gary Mortensen, Auditor Nostdahl & Superintendent Fulsebakke. 
ABSENT:  Greg Stewart.      
OTHERS PRESENT: Jessica Tagastad & Joel Schultz, Wold Engineering. 

Minutes:  Mortensen moved to approve the minutes from 3/1/19, seconded by Ketterling, carried.  

Sidewalks for 2019:  Wold’s have compiled a list of sidewalks that need replacing.  The total amount is over $125,000.00.  Our budget is $25,000.00.  Members would like them to focus on a specific area & then divide this area into 4 portions. (one for each of the contractor’s that were awarded bids)  We will stay fairly close to our budget this year.  Next year we will need to put more dollars in our budget.  The City will send out letters to the property owners giving them until July 1st to install sidewalks.  After that date they will be contacted & the city will assign a contractor to complete.  We will discuss at our next meeting who will verify that these sidewalks have been installed.  Wold’s can do it, but they will charge a fee for that service. 
2019 Chip Seal Project:    The notice of award was sent to the contractor for a signature we are waiting for this to be returned.

Patching/Valley Gutters, etc.   Fulsebakke & Tagastad will get together to research & inspect street areas that need to be patched, valley gutters & manholes installed, the culvert on RR Avenue, etc. 
Water Mains:  Kersten Street is scheduled to be paved in 2020, but Fulsebakke would like the city to think about replacing the water lines (ac pipes) in that area next year instead & then push the paving back until 2021.  NDIRF is suggesting that we replace these types of lines or make a replacement plan.  This will be brought to the City Council. 

BHS Addition/Parking:  Ketterling & Fulsebakke would like to pass along information to Wolds regarding the exit planned at the High School out their north parking lot onto R.R. Avenue:  This exit should be constructed first so loaded trucks hauling goods for the school addition would not harm 2nd St. E.  The truck route would be utilized more. 
Break Pavement Fees:  Fulsebakke would like the break pavement fees to be adjusted.  He feels it is not fair to charge $3,000.00 for them even though some of the areas are smaller than others.  Mortensen moved to recommend to the City Council that we charge $12.00 per sq. foot for the breaks, not including possible costs of curb & gutter, seconded by Ketterling, carried. 

Approach onto City Property:  Fulsebakke is working on prices for putting in an approach onto the City Property east of Wal-Mart.  This approach would be off the county road & allow us to dump snow onto this property if needed. 

Culvert on RR Avenue:  Fulsebakke & Tagastad will be checking on a portion of the drain way on RR Avenue as it appears to be sinking in. 

Mortensen moved to adjourn at 1:00 p.m., seconded by Ketterling, carried.
