He told the contractor that he did not want it done & so the contractor is wondering what to do.  Committee Members went & looked at it & feel it is a hazard.  Ketterling moved to stick with the original replacement plan, seconded by Stewart, carried.  Nostdahl will send letters.

Daycare:  A verbal request to the Building Inspector was made to change the curb & sidewalk at 122 3rd St W & the owners were invited to attend this meeting with plans.  No one was in attendance.  Nostdahl will make contact with them.
Wold Engineering:  Jessica Tagastad presented options & estimates for 14 blocks of water line replacement & paving in Newberger Addition.  (attached to minutes)  The water service lines would be replaced up to the curb stop & new curb stops installed.  
Ketterling moved to recommend to the City Council that we go with Option 1 with the following stipulations:



100% of the main water line will be the City’s cost.



Anything off the main line up to the curb stop, including new curb stops 



will be 100% assessed to the property owner.



The pavement will be assessed at 80% City & 20% property owner.



Corner lots will be assessed as 20% on the address side & 25% of 20% on 


the non-address side. 



The 200 block of Ohmer Street will also be done.

Motion seconded by Stewart, carried. Tagastad will work on estimated costs for individual estimates.  Nostdahl will work on the assessment process, letters to property owners should probably be mailed in January

Bottineau Schools:  In the future Pat Brenden may be making a request on behalf of the school to vacate a portion of Brander Street as they have now purchased additional property & want to change their parking lot layout on the south side of the High School.
