Meeting called to order by Mortensen.  Ketterling moved to approve the minutes from 10/7/19, seconded by Mortensen, carried. 

2020 Sidewalks:  Our budget for sidewalk replacement for 2020 is $40,000.00.   Ketterling moved to replace the identified areas on the map presented by Wold Engineering that are north of 5th St W, as funds allow & replace existing areas only, seconded by Mortensen, carried. Wolds will check to see if all the areas were completed last year & get us a better cost estimate in the near future. 

2020 Water Main/Paving Project:  


Ketterling moved to recommend the footage considered “backside” be assessed same as front footage in the 2020 Project, seconded by Mortensen. (20%)


Wolds will visit with the County about the possibility of continuing the paving of South Sinclair.  We currently have it ending by B & R Trailer Ct. 


Mortensen moved to recommend that this project be assessed over a period of 15 years, seconded by Ketterling, carried.


Mortensen moved to recommend that the interest rate for this project be set at 3%, seconded by Ketterling, carried.  We are not bonding for this project. 


Nostdahl has compiled a list of property owners in this project & the footages that they will be assessed for.  Tagastad will review & verify.

We will be using the high estimate for the first letter to the property owners.


The Bidding process was discussed.  We want to make sure the contractors know that there is a possibility that more base materials may be needed. 


Ketterling moved to recommend that we hold the protest hearing for this project on Feb. 24, 2020 at 7:00 p.m. in the City Armory, seconded by Mortensen, carried. 


Nostdahl will send a draft of the first letter to property owners to the Street Committee members for their input. We hope to have these letters out end of January. 


Nostdahl will advertise the protest hearing & a map of the district.  Wolds will take care of the advertising for bids. 


Estimated cost of the paving at the lower estimate is $274.00/linear foot & the higher estimate is $377.00/linear foot.  This does not include the cost of the water service line & curb stop.  

Some property owners may have additional concrete costs if their curb stop is located in the sidewalk or driveway.  We would like these to be moved.  
Ketterling moved adjourn the meeting at 1:20 p.m., seconded by Mortensen, carried.
