STREET COMMITTEE MEETING

Meeting called to order by Mortensen.  Ketterling moved to approve the minutes from 1/16/20, seconded by Mortensen, carried. 

2020 Sidewalks:  Wold’s presented options for areas of sidewalk replacement.  It was discussed to replace the sidewalk at 204 5th St W (Brad Beaver) with a 5’ wide sidewalk instead of the current 8’.  Ketterling moved to do the first option listed & add the south side of 204 5th St W with a 5’ wide sidewalk, seconded by Stewart, carried.  Stewart moved to add 2 small sections on the east side of 106 Ohmer St (Jessie Brandvold) that were missing, seconded by Ketterling, carried.  There also needs to be a sidewalk ramp by 106 Ohmer St going into the street that would be a City expense, Wolds will get us an estimate for that at a later date.  

Auditor will split the list of sidewalk replacement between the 5 contractors that were awarded the bids & then sent letters out to the property owners. 

2020 Water Main/Paving Project:  


Waiting to hear from the contractor on a start date, should be soon.  The Street Committee will be invited to the construction meetings.   Auditor will keep the public informed of start date by using Facebook, local TV access channel & the city web site. The contractor generally contacts the radio station.  

Future Projects:  Wold’s inquired about doing a paving/water line project in 2021 in the Kersten Street area.  We will look at our 2021 Budget in July to see if feasible.  Would it be possible to do the manholes & the water line in the Kersten Street area a year ahead of the paving?  Tagastad stated that there might be CDBG funding available to assist with manholes/water lines – she will research.  

Ketterling moved adjourn the meeting at 12:50 p.m., seconded by Stewart, carried.
