Meeting called to order by Knudson.  

Future of the Trails was discussed.  At the last meeting, it was decided at the last meeting to focus on finishing the Forestry Park Trails.
Research was done on a possible trail from south Thompson Street to Hwy 5.  NAPA is not interested in having a trail on the east side of their building.  A trail on the east side of Tweed’s would end up in their parking lot.  Bickford will inquire with the ND National Guard to see if they would ever build bridges across the creek for a possible trail route. 

Robertson explained what would be needed to have a designated trail down Thompson Street to the school, downtown & pool areas.  It was decided to first post signage that would say “caution possibility of bikes” before we do anything else.  Bickford has the templates for painting bike lanes in his possession.  

Knudson asked members which phase of the Forestry Park Trails Plan should we focus on next?  It was the consensus that we focus on #5, which is proposed to be a grass or gravel pave trail through the pines.  Knudson will work on an estimated for our next meeting.  

Current balance of the City Trails Fund - $43,722.84. 

McGhan gave an update the proposed trail from Bottineau to the Country Club.  She is currently taking letters of support from individuals to present to the County Commissioners.  The County is currently working on upgrades to the lake road, so this would be a good time to try to incorporate a trail in that area.  Robertson explained hurdles & options for said trail.
