Mayor Schoenborn & Knudson will work on this again, by visiting with land owners.  

Do we want trails to be for recreation or destination?  Majority of the members feel that they are used more for recreation & that the focus should be to finish the phases of Forestry Park before we move to other areas. 

Brad Robertson informed members about regulations needed for various types of trails.  He suggested in 2020 when the City is paving Kersten & 5th St E, we should look into enhancing the sidewalks in this area for a path.  
McGhan & others are still working on a trail from town to the Country Club.  McGhan has been added to this committee. 

A need for some type of lighting on the Forestry Park trails was mentioned.    

Knudson spoke on various grants that are available & their deadlines.  Currently the Park Board is applying for a grant for playground equipment at Forestry Park.  Safe routes to schools grant was discussed along with the need to get kids to the schools.  Do enough kids ride bikes or walk to school?
