Nostdahl presented information from 1st District Health Unit regarding an easier way to hook into city sewer system to eliminate drain fields & potentially help cities to annex property into their limits.  Fulsebakke will keep this information.  

Discussion was held on the sewer hook-up fees at the Preserve.  They were to be paid as each lot got sold, but several years have passed with only a few sales.  Only 9 lots out of 29 have been paid.  This committee will recommend to the Council that we special assess the remaining balance to each lot to get these fees off of our books.  Seykora moved to make said recommendation, seconded by Marsden, carried. 

Marsden moved to approve the minutes from 02/2719, seconded by Seykora, carried. 

Garbage Rates:  Bernstein presented much information on the garbage services.  Our goal is to figure out a value of a cubic yard & be able to attach that to a container size.  It was stressed that we need to implement & minimum charge for each container.  Members are to study this information.  We will need to study the financial information of the garbage fund too.
